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Recognising colic early and acting quickly gives your horse the best chance of recovery.
The five REACT signs are the most common and important indicators of colic (based on research
from the University of Nottingham). If you see ANY of these signs, call your vet for advice.

¢ Increased heart rate

e Reduced or absent gut sounds
e Changes in colour of gums
* Rapid breathing rate
e Skin abrasions over the eyes
